If you are considering applying for early decision to Cornell University, please be aware of their schedule and be sure that all materials and supporting documents arrive by their proper deadline.

IV. Essay Responses
In considering you for the residential scholarship, we want to know considerably more than facts of your accomplishments. Your answers to the questions below should provide as complete a picture of yourself as possible. Suggested length: 2-4 pages per essay, double spaced (600-1,200 words). Please submit all material by September 30, 2009.  After a careful review of our applicant pool, Telluride House will invite a portion of the candidates to participate in an interview. 

1. Discuss your plans and objectives for future education. How do you relate to your academic interests, and why do you find them compelling? 

2. Write about a specific topic that interests you. This essay can be informative, but its primary purpose is to demonstrate how you can critically engage with a topic. It should not be a research paper, nor should it have been previously submitted for a course. 

3. The Telluride House is a community that governs itself democratically, in which problems involving both personal relationships and House business can arise. With that in mind, please discuss the approaches you find most useful in resolving conflict, setting and accomplishing goals, and/or working across differences while living or working with others. It may be useful to frame this essay in terms of a specific conflict or dilemma that you have encountered.
4. (Optional) In what ways might your personal background or identity add to the diversity of the Telluride House community?

5. Include an item of your written academic work. Feel free to include additional products of academic research or forms of expression (computer programs, artistic work, architectural drawing, etc.). If necessary, include a brief discussion of your work that would render it accessible to a non-specialist. Submissions should be no more than 10 pages (3,000 words).

V. Letters and Documentation 

1. We require sealed official transcripts from all secondary and post-secondary institutions you have attended. If official transcripts cannot be obtained, please contact the Preferment Committee to make alternate arrangements. 

2. You may include up to two confidential letters of recommendation from teachers, counselors, or mentors. Letters may either be submitted in sealed envelopes accompanying your application, or emailed to cbta.apply@tellurideassociation.org and telluride@tellurideassociation.org by your recommender.  A recommendation should speak to your academic talent and potential, self-discipline, maturity, and suitability for an intensive group living environment in college.
